Regional Art Gallery “Boris Denev” is located in an adapted for this purpose old
building in Asenevtsi Park. The ceremonial laying of the foundation stone of the
building, provided for a school of arts and crafts, took place on June 21, 1926.
Due to lack of funds the building remained unfinished until the 1930s, when it
was provided for the needs of the newly established North Bulgarian Veterinary
Institute. After its relocation, the people’s militia was housed there for some time.
The Biedermeier-style building was rebuilt for the needs of an tart gallery in 1985
as part of the events marking the 800th anniversary of the Assenevtsi uprising. In
2003, in connection with the celebration of the 120th anniversary of the birth of
Boris Deneyv, on the initiative of Veliko Tarnovo artists, the art gallery was named
after the famous Veliko Tarnovo artist Boris Denev.

Art Gallery Donation “Kolektsiya Svetlin Rusev” is located in an emblematic for
the city building with unusual architecture - the old bathhouse. The built-up area
of the building amounts to 900 square meters, and its very unusual architecture is
strongly influenced by the Arab. The facade of the building is formed by white and
red rows with oriental and Moorish elements. The construction of the bathhouse
began in 1905 and is associated with many vicissitudes. There was an indisputable
need to build a modern bathhouse in times when citizens did not have water in
their homes, but the implementation exceeded the capabilities of the Municipality
and the supply of water to the site.

The construction provoked great discussions and became a real challenge for the
then mayor Todor Tabakov. Despite all the difficulties, the building was completed
in March 1908. The building was used as a public bath until the mid-1970s. Later
the building was completely renovated and rebuilt for the needs of an art gallery.
The old bath is an architectural monument of culture of national importance.

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The initial fund of the Art Gallery Donation “Kolektsiya Svetlin Rusev” was formed
after in 1984 Svetlin Rusev donated 322 works to his hometown Pleven - paintings
and sculptures from his own collection. Svetlin Rusev is a world-renowned artist,
public figure, collector of works of art, academician of the Bulgarian Academy
of Sciences and Member of Parliament. The gallery was opened on July 12, 1984.
The fund of the gallery was supplemented in 1999, when Prof. Svetlin Rusev
donated another 82 graphic works to contemporary Bulgarian masters of drawing
and graphics and European masters of the XVIII, XIX and XX centuries. The works
are arranged personally by Svetlin Rusev in an order that presents and divides
them chronologically and thematically.

Art Gallery “Nikola Petrov” was built in 1892 as a military club with military funds.
It is built on the foundations of one of the entrance gates of the Vidin fortress
“Kaleto”. The building was declared a cultural monument on October 31, 1975.
The decision to establish an art gallery was made in 1960, and the founding itself
took place in 1961. The regional art gallery was opened on May 25, 1962 and is one
of the first art galleries in the country.

The first works to become part of the gallery’s collection are works of art pur-
chased from the collections of Mikhail Kremen and Bogomil Raynov. Among the first
works from the gallery’s collection are about 80 canvases, created in 1962 during
a plein air in the city, where artists from all over the country painted, including
Stoyan Veneyv, Panayot Panayotoyv, Ivan Hristov and others.

Today, the exhibition of Art Gallery “Nikola Petrov” consists of three departments
- Painting, Graphics and Sculpture with about 1400 works in total.

4. Drama Theatre “Vida”

To diversify the program, we invite you to a theatrical performance. Just meters
away from Art Gallery “Nikola Petrov” is the Drama Theatre ‘’Vida”. The beginning
of the theatrical activity in Vidin was started in 1879 with the founding of the Vida
Charitable Theatre Society. The first performances were presented in the so-called
“People’s Café” in the Bolyarska mahala. In 1887 an initiative theatre committee
founded the Vida Theatre Building Fund, which raised funds for the construction
of the theatre. In 1889 the municipal council provided a place for the construc-
tion of the theatre. Italian architects and builders took over the building of the
theatre. The construction of the building was completed in 1891. The theatre
building has an extensive lounge, ground floor, lounges and galleries, a large stage,
an orchestra and a glazed roof. In the first half of 2020, conservation, restoration
and exhibiting of Drama Theatre “Vida” is completed and its activities resumed.

Marincu Palace is an extremely beautiful building, an architectural monument of
local interest, in the centre of Calafat, Romania, which houses the Art and Ethnog-
raphy Museum. The building was built between 1904 and 1907 by Stefan Marincu,
who came from a wealthy family and was a good financier, who founded the Bank
of Calafat in 1901, was engaged in trade and rent, became a member of the Trade
Chamber in Craiova and Mayor of Calafat in the period 1911-1914.

As an architectural style, the palace belongs to French neoclassicism with baroque
and rococo accents and with influences of Romanian architecture from the early
twentieth century. It stands out with its impressive size, but also with the finesse
of the details. In 1914, before his death, Stefan Marincu donated the palace to
the Calafat municipality, making it mandatory for the building to have a girls’
school in memory of his daughter. Over the years, the building has housed other
administrative and educational institutions - kindergarten, high school, various
services of the District People’s Council of Calafat and others. The Museum of Arts
and Ethnography has been operating in this building since 1967.

We are heading to the administrative centre of Dolj County - Craiova and the most
beautiful building in it - the Jean Mihail Palace. The building is an architectural
monument of national interest. The palace was built between 1898 and 1907 to
serve as the private residence of Constantin Dinu Mihael, a landowner and politi-
cian, the son of the great landowner Nicolachi Mihail.

In 1888, Constantin Mihail became president of the Dolj County Council and want-
ed to build a palace in the city centre worthy of his wealth and social status. The
famous French architect Paul Gottereau designed the building. Constantin Mihail
died in 1908 before he was able to open his residence.

The Palace of Jean Mihail belongs to French academicism, including elements
belonging to the late Baroque. For its construction and decoration were used ex-
tremely high quality materials. The exclusive interior is achieved by a Carrara mar-
ble staircase and lonian-style columns, Murano chandeliers, Venetian chandeliers,
walls upholstered in Lyon silk, high-quality panelling and parquet, stylish furniture,
Japanese dishes, sculptures and paintings.

Jean Mihail inherited much of his father’s land and real estate, and after the death
of his brother and aunts and uncles, he became one of the richest Romanians in
the 1930s. Like his father, he was an art lover and amassed rich collections. At his
death in 1936, Jean Mihail’s fortune, which included land and property, 30 million
lei in cash and another 950 million in cash and shares deposited in various banks,
became the property of the state. Jean Mihail’s will provides for the creation of
a cultural foundation named after him, which will liquidate his wealth and sell
the land to peasants, and the money received will be used to establish schools,
cultural centres, rural libraries, a school with an agronomic profile in Craiova.

After the end of the Second World War, the Jean Mihail Palace housed the head-
quarters of some political institutions, such as the regional communist organiza-
tion Oltenia and the Romanian Association for Strengthening Relations with the So-
viet Union. of the Institute of Agronomy, predecessor of the University of Craiova.
